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First Electric Car Charging Station in Chelan Debuts
Campbell's Resort Boosts Regional Effort to Electrify Tourism

Plug-In's Jack Anderson explains that Campbell’s station offers more amps for charging than
most other 240 volt stations in the state, with the capacity to add approximately 43 miles of range
per hour of charge compared to only 18 miles for the typical lower amperage charging units.

The new charging unit is located next to Campbell’s Stehekin Ballroom in the resort’s main
parking lot. The station is for guest and public use and is complimentary.
